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The TOP image iIs an excerpt from an 1858 birds-eye drawing of the Davis
farm/ranch. The approximate location of the southern edge of the Davisville
town grid Is superimposed In red on It.

The BOTTOM image is an excerpt from the map of Davisville grid filed with
Yolo County on November 24, 1868.

These two Images are shown here in order to identify
some of the buildings referred to Iin the above news
accounts. The building on the far left is usually said to be
the Davis farm house, which then became Dresbach’s Yolo
House, a combination hotel, bar, store, and post office.
After Dresbach relocated to G Street, the building appears
to have been taken over and upgraded by I. N. Knight.
